“On the west side of this hill, not
far from the top, under a stone of
considerable size, lay the plates,
deposited in a stone box. “Chis
stone was thick and rounding in
the middle on the upper side, and
thinner towards the edges, so that
the middle part of it was visible
above the ground, but the edge all

around was covered with earth.

“ Having removed the earth, J
obtained a lever, which J got
fixed under the edge of the stone,
and with a little exertion raised il

up. J looked in, and there indeed

did J behold the plates, the
“Urim and “Chummim, and the
breastplate, as stated by the
messenger” (4S8 21:51-52).
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
